Luke 1:12 the angel commands Zechariah, “Stop being afraid.” What are you
afraid of this Christmas season?

Luke 1:25- “The Lord has shown favor and taken away my disgrace.” How
has He done that for you? How have | responded?

Read Luke 2:80- In what area of my life today do | need God to guide me
into a path of peace?
